weirdwesk: (Re: the disc) I originally thought it was harmful because the "dead eyes" seem to be attracted to it. That’s what they first asked about when they came into my shop. I’m not so certain I was right about that though at least not entirely. When I got rid of the disc, they continued to come around my store, followed me home, etc. Didn’t you notice how they seem to treat different people in different manners? I don’t think you all are seeing it yet. If these guys turned up because of what happened to Dale and this "wish" story, why haven’t they been focused on him? I mean they have showed him some interest but, not like they did me. And, they have paid Sam even less. (They were only interested in)Dale (when) he had certain things (the items)in his house. I did some other checking, too. The other people or places that had graffiti, almost all of them I could tie into a person or place that was unique in some way. The individuals aren’t important. Here’s what is: the dead eyes seem to be attracted to belief and people who are susceptible to believing in strange and unusual things like me to start with. Dale falls somewhere in between. Sam was the skeptic from the start and so even tho he’s arguably been as involved as any of us the dead eyes have pretty much left him alone. Christ, he walked right by them going in and out of my shop he said…

Dale CTW: Wait a minute I’d hardly say I was a dis-believer though Wes. It was my belief in the wish and what I went through that started all this.

weirdwesk: Was it? And, if it was, that alone means there’s something very unusual or special about you, Dale.

Dale CTW: Special? In what way?

weirdwesk: Of that, I’m not certain yet unfortunately. But, let’s move on.

KyraSplash: So are we dealing with three different groups here then? - dead eyes, guides and numbered ones? I'm getting a little confused, and what was it that you found in “Le Grand Secret” about the numbered ones?

weirdwesk: That’s exactly where I’m going. The dead eyes and the numbered ones, I believe are the same. The nine are something entirely different I think.

KyraSplash: so we do still have 3 groups

weirdwesk: The subject of the book manuscript Dale found in my safe is all about this very thing, how different groups have had different names or appearances throughout history and literature. For right now let’s talk about two groups -- 

the dead eyes or numbered ones first. Like I said, I believe they are one and the same. The mythosphere guides have used the name "numbered ones" in their correspondence when I’m certain they were referring to the people I labeled, the dead eyes. Did you unscramble the "castle green rd" reference? (le grand secret)

That is only one book where I found reference to a secret group who I think may be the basis for the dead eyes. There are many levels to that book. The author, Rene Barjavel has said in interviews that that book contains hidden secrets and hidden meanings. That, if were fully understood, would change the way people view the world. I really don’t have time to go into detail though as there’s a couple things to mention yet. But, to summarize, on one level of the book, there’s an island and a group of people who have learned or discovered something.

Dale CTW: the immortality virus

weirdwesk: That’s one name for it. But don’t forget Barjavels warning about hidden meanings. Think about what that means – immortality. And, why this group is protecting their secret so hard. 

lirath: beyond mortality would seem godlike

weirdwesk: very good, lirath I think that’s what the numbered ones or dead eyes are doing. Protecting something, something they don’t want to share with the world. Now, as far as the guides from mythopsphere… I know, at first, Dale believed that they were some kind of gurus or something. But, I think everyone sees now they have an agenda of their own. Think about what they have been doing, guiding us along to basically do things for them while at the same time keeping everything hidden in riddles and puzzles.

misha3267: ok so do you think they are bad too then?

weirdwesk: no not really

Dale CTW: they are protecting something to!

weirdwesk: I don’t think the nine are the same as either of these two groups. There are many references to "the nine" through-out history and in literature and the number nine has special significance in many, many religions, mythologies and belief systems through-out time. So, I think the nine is something different all together. I think everyone is still thinking too much in terms of good and evil. We're not talking elfs and orcs here. lol

Gupfee: does it matter what they are? isn't the point to help Dale here?

weirdwesk: exactly, gupfee. All I’m saying is, and I’ve had trouble getting this through dale's thick head, ;) don’t think of the guides as the white hats and the dead eyes as the black hats. I don’t think its quite that simple. I’m out of time but a couple quick things I need to cover… 

Dashcat7: Wes, who was the guide you recognized?

KingOHugs: wes, agreed.....but, at the same time...the guides have at least put forth the guise of helping...while the dark eyes...well....you have firsthand experience…

weirdwesk: That’s one of the things I want to mention -- what you both brought up actually. That night at the ruins of dale's house, when we were all trying to help "bring him back," I was invited there by the guides. They made sure I would be there. When I arrived, or made my presence known I should say, the dead eye or numbered one who was there went straight for me. Even though Dale was already back there, too. Which is part of my theory about what their motivations are, what I’ve already explained about belief. But, it seems like both sides "need" the same thing. 

KingOHugs: "need" believers?

maggiaem: Is that why some people do not see them?  They need people to believe in them for them to exist?

weirdwesk: And that's why I had to be there, the mythosphere guides needed my "belief" to make it work while at the same time hiding that from us all. Others have seen them. But, you have to remember, Aglaura is a rather unusual town with a history of strange things going on, making a lot of people more susceptible to believing in things like this. I don’t think an "emporium of the weird" would make it in just any old town. Lol

satansfriend92: if your 'belief' is what was powering the ceremony, how could the DEGs hope to disrupt it?

weirdwesk: I don’t think the degs did hope to disrupt it at all actually.

Dashcat7: And who did you recognise?

weirdwesk: dash, the reason I reacted the way I did with the guide was because he looked identical to the face on the statue I own, the one Sarah Wyatt made. But, that’s not all. I also own a Sarah Wyatt painting -- supposedly the only one she ever painted of her father. It was his face she used for the statue and his face I think I saw on the guide. 

heartheather73: sarah's father is a guide?!?!?!

weirdwesk: One more thing though, has anyone here heard from someone named "shadowtalk"?

maggiaem: yes Wes, a few of us did

Dale CTW: yes someone mentioned him a while ago wes

LazarusLong567: I heard from shadowtalk this evening - before the chat

maggiaem: shadowtalk1 to be exact

weirdwesk: what did he tell you?

Dale CTW: do you know him Wes?

BatLady1213: gray,grey, weathers, weathers

weirdwesk: Right before I "disappeared" I started getting messages from him, whoever he is.

LazarusLong567: Gray Gray Grey Grey; Weather Weathers

weirdwesk: Yes, that same message

LazarusLong567: and when I questioned him, he replied "Are you grey?"

weirdwesk: gray weathers sometimes grey weathers. Yes.

Dale CTW: I know that phrase. It’s something I saw when I was reading stuff at the library I think.

weirdwesk: perhaps

LazarusLong567: I replied "I am not grey", and he said "im grey", and logged off

lirath: grey weathers are the rocks of which among other things Stonehenge and Avebury were built...

weirdwesk: Has anyone tried emailing him? I did. Since he has an aim name, I figured he might have a netscape or other e-mail account with the same name. I found a working email address at(Link:

But, he's yet to reply. Anyway, it just seemed awfully coincidental that he showed up talking about mystical things when he did. I want some(one) to keep an eye out for him on IM. I want someone to see if they can get him to say something other than grey weathers.

Dale CTW: do you think its a bot, Wes?

satansfriend92: so this conversation is what caused you to write the phrase down?

weirdwesk: no to dale

weirdwesk: Is it really after midnight here on the east coast? Damn this took much too long. I have a flight to catch.

Dale CTW: Wes call me first

weirdwesk: I will dale. Good night 

Dale CTW: good night Wes

*** weirdwesk has left the chat.

Dale CTW: Ok, I have to go check on Sam and the notebook. Once we start figuring the damn thing out, we are going to need people to try and track it (the disc) down.

My plans for the council involve someone else's help, someone I haven’t had a chance to sit down with yet so I’m hesitant to say too much. I need to do this in person first.
